 A)  Workshop observations and report findings.

1. Copy of the Agenda is attached that was followed while at the workshop. 

2. Agreements need development between Provinces on how we cross borders and operate and whom will look after us onces we are cross a border in any direction. All directions, whether it is into British Columbia, the Yukon Territory or into Saskatchewan.

3. Alberta need work on administrative capabilities that could align with what happens in the other provinces.  Looking at the  functions of  “One Stop Shop” , RCMP  involvement and the Solicitor General to provide seamless SAR service in western Canada.  

4. Clarification of the role for SAR in Disaster response provincially. 

5. There are planned regional meetings leading to table top exercises addressing inter-provincial multi-jurisdictional SAR events upcoming in fall 2008. 

6. Expectation of resolution of these issues to present Alberta's concept of administrative infrastructure and operational capabilities for presentation at SARSCENE 2008.


B)  Administrative deficiency's.

1. Policy non-existent in this province.

2. Pre-plans not in place

3. No “One Stop Shop” number to call Alberta for both provincial or inter-provincial incidents.

4. Provincial needs assessment required.

5. No provincial MOU in place with RCMP

6. WCB Coverages does not reflect the realities of the Alberta workforce or SAR volunteers.  


C)  Operation Functions.

1. Alberta is trained, equipped and highly motivated to respond to incidents cross borders.

2. Albertans will be responding,  but the province is not administratively capable. 

D)  Questions arising from the workshop attendees.

1. If our main tasking agency is the RCMP why is it that we are being passed to EMA??

2. Why have the teams not been able to or asked to vote on the acceptance of EMA as the ministry??

3. Inter-provincial Emergency Management assistance agreement??  What is it and where do SAR fit in??

4. Do we currently have a resource list??  Is it available to whom and what is on it??  

5. Is there a process in place for update and review if we have a resources list??
